Person, Number: This 1st plural is an exclusive “we” pointing back to Paul and Timothy in verse 1. The implication is both have influence over the recipients. Also, the experience of suffering elucidated seems to be common to Paul and Timothy, and they as authors relate their experience. 

Voice: Simple Active. The author is personally expressing his own desire.

Mood: Potential Indicative. The author is expressing a declaration of desire to accomplish something, and the infinitive that follows completes this thought.

Tense: Instantanous Present: the act of desiring is completed at the moment of the author’s speaking.

Person, Number: Exclusive we – Paul continues his frame of thought from the beginning of the passage, relating the struggles of Him and those who labored with him. This group could include more than Timothy.

Voice: Passive, without agency expressed. The focus is on the subject, Paul’s intense struggle. How that played out is not explained in the text.

Mood: Indicative (with hoti), used epexegetically to explain θλίψεως  

Tense: Aorist, possibly ingressive use – to indicate entrance into the state of being burdened.
