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I enjoy praying Scripture… it is refreshing to pray when you know that the requests that I am offering are the very words of God, and the will of God. Being a man of few words, I find the most comfortable place is to be in God’s Word, speaking His thoughts. The Lord knows best what He desires for the people that I love and am concerned for before His throne. This exercise also is helping me develop a new vocabulary of prayer, one that is starting to be have scripture as its content. 


The prayer book is a helpful tool, because using it I was able to make a list of prayers found in the Old and New Testaments, and this has become a reference for me when memory does not serve well as to how I should be praying for someone. While generally Paul’s prayers are always applicable and come to mind quickly, having a list with a brief summary is a great help to have handy. There is much to pray about, and if I was faithful, time would not be enough. The Lord keeps reminding me how far I still need to go.


These have been somewhat overwhelming weeks as far as course load and workload is concerned, and it takes a toll on the focus of my mind. Dick Eastman’s book has been particularly challenging, and three areas specifically: waiting, watching, and listening. These are things in particular that I have found I neglect (or did not really think of in the way which Eastman presented), which has shown me that my prayer is less of relationship and more of function. Times of busyness tend to bring out this contrast more clearly.
